Donkey's Ear Shooting Box

The name is derived from the fact that an end view looks like
a Donkey's ear. This shooting box is invaluable for mitering
thin box lining material such as in jewelry cases. A tablesaw
with a high quality carbide blade makes short work of
constructing this gem.

Durable wood such as poplar.
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1/2" Baltic Birch or veneer core plywood.

Secure at perfect 90°.

Must be a perfect 45°. Trial and error is

necessary to get perfect. Assemble with dry
wall screws and test until right. Then glue
and secure with screws.
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
